20 years ago the farm sold 80% scotch 

pine.  We have not had a scotch pine on 

the farm for 5 years!   

 There has been a shortage of 

Concolor fir seed for several years.  This is 

due to the fact that the Concolors out west 

has had not cones, thus no seeds and seed-

lings .  This year the shortage came to an 

end and we have planted record amounts for 

the future.  This means the Farm of the fu-

ture will be solid in 5 different types of firs, 

some of which are new to the area.  What a 

different look the farm will have for the 

Christmas tree hunter of the future.
